Do not use segmented cutting discs. Only diamond coated blades may be used.

Make sure the direction arrow on the blades matches the direction of rotation of the
motor.

Disconnect the machine from the power source and check for interference by manually
rotating the cutting blade. The disk should not have runout and rotate freely and not
touch the tabletop of the tile cutting machine.

Make sure that the removable cover works correctly (no interference).

The cover must be installed and in good working order. With the machine disconnected
from the power source, check the operation of the casing and make sure it is working
correctly.

When changing cutting discs, make sure that the surfaces of the cutting discs and
flanges are clean. Make sure the fastening nut is securely fastened. Make sure the nut
is not over-tightened.

Do not start the machine when the cutting disc touches the workpiece.

Do not cut while holding the tile with your hand; make sure that the tile is securely
attached to the guide ruler.

Make sure there is enough space to move the smaller piece of tile to the side. Failure to
comply with this condition may lead to jamming of the cut fragment by the cutting disc.
Do not cut more than one tile at a time.

It is forbidden to cut fragments that are too small to securely fasten it to the guide ruler
and keep your hands at a safe distance from the cutting blade.

Make sure there are no foreign objects on the machine table.

If any objects become jammed in the machine, disconnect the machine from the power
source to remove the jammed object.

It is prohibited to remove a jammed object while the machine is still running.

Do not operate the machine without water. The lack of water in the container leads to
overheating of the cutting disc, which disables it and causes improper cutting of the tiles.
Avoid attempts to make changes to the machine or its accessories.

Do not overload the machine - it must do its job; the absence of overload reduces wear
on the machine and the cutting disc, increases its operating efficiency and service life.

Connecting the power supply
Before connecting the machine to the power source, make sure that the rated voltage
indicated on the nameplate matches the mains voltage.

ATTENTION! When connecting (disconnecting) the plug to (from) the power source
of the tile cutter, avoid contact with the terminals of the plug.

Rules for operating the equipment:

® Ensure that all adjustment knobs are properly tightened and that there is enough water

in the container to keep the cutting blade constantly wet.

® Mark the position of the cut on the workpiece, place the workpiece on the table,
pressing it firmly.

® Turn on the machine, wait for the maximum speed of the cutting disc, and smoothly
move the tile while cutting it.
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Note: Do not apply pressure to the tile; the disc must pass through the material at a constant
speed. Depending on the thickness and type of tile, cutting may take different times on
different materials. Do not try to push the cutting blade through the tile as this may cause
the motor to stall, causing slow cutting and an uneven edge.

Equipment Maintenance
